· If films are not submitted correctly at least 28 days in advance of exhibition then we cannot guarantee they will be classified in time to be exhibited. Fenland District Council can, at its absolute discretion, accept or reject applications received outside this timeframe.

· All requests for classification and reclassification of films will be determined by a Licensing Sub Committee.  A report will be submitted containing a synopsis of the film, and any other relevant information. The Sub-Committee will view the entire film, assess the film against the BBFC guidelines and issue the appropriate classification.
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
